Pantelis Thalassinos is one of the most important and popular artists
in Greece today. In his lsraeli premier as part of the International Oud
Festival, he and his ensemble will present a selection of his beloved songs.
Thalassinos (his name means "sailor" in Greek) began his musical career
in the mid 1980s as a member of the successful pop duo Lathrepivates
("secret travelers"). With their breakup in the early 1990s, he returned home
to the island of Chios and began to focus upon Greek folk and traditional
sangs typical of the Greek islands, with qualities deriving from the lalka and
entekhno as well as Turkish influences. Thalassinos found, in the tranquil
landscapes of Chios, the inspiration for many of the beloved ballads that he
composed, dealing primarily with love, journeys and the sea. One of these,
“Rapsoda,” was even adapted by Shlomi Shabbat and Yehuda Poliker.

Thalassinos has recorded 15 solo albums to date and has written songs and
